Classifying Triangles – A


A triangle is a polygon with three sides.  There are three angles (corners) in a triangle.

An interesting method for improving the student's understanding of triangles and angles is to have him or her draw the various types of angles and triangles on a series of flash cards.  On the other side of the card, write the name.  The following are definitions to help get you started:

Obtuse Angle - an angle with a measure greater than 90º  and less than 180º 
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Right Angle - an angle with a measure equal to 90º 
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Acute Angle - an angle with a measure greater than 0º  and less than 90º 
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Right Triangle - a triangle with one right (90º ) angle 
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Reflex Angle – an angle with a measure greater than 180° and less than 360°

Isosceles Triangle - a triangle with at least two equal sides
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Equilateral Triangle - a triangle with three equal sides
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Scalene Triangle - a triangle with no equal sides
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Obtuse Triangle - a triangle with one obtuse angle
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Acute Triangle - a triangle with three acute angles
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NOTE: An equilateral triangle is, by definition, also isosceles. If a triangle has three equal sides, it is always called an equilateral triangle. 
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
