Multiply Fractions with Whole Numbers
Multiplying a whole number by a fraction requires a strong understanding of the multiplication table.

The following is a step-by-step example of the multiplication of a whole number by a fraction:
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Step 1: Write the problem.
Step 2: Change the whole number into a fraction.  Place the whole number in the numerator and make the denominator 1.
Step 3: Multiply the numerators (9 x 2 = 18) and the denominators (1 x 5 = 5).
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NOTE: At this grade level, answers will be left in improper form.
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
