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Solution:Multiply the numerators (4 x 2 = 8) and the denominators (9 x 5 = 45).
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The correct aswer is —.

In Everyday Math students are shown how to find the “quick denominator” by simply multiplying the two denominators. In the example above: (9 * 5 = 45). 45 is the quick denominator.
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
