Multiply Whole Numbers: 3 One-Digit Numbers


Multiplying three one-digit numbers (3 x 6 x 2) is a multiple step problem.

The first step is to multiply the first two numbers (3 x 6).  The second step is to multiply that product (18) with the third number (2).  The correct answer is 3 x 6 x 2 = 36.
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
