Place Value: Whole Numbers – B


Students must determine what a digit in a given number represents.  For example, the number 3 in 534 represents 3 tens.

It may be useful to develop a place value chart like the one below and a series of numbers to help the student determine the place value of each digit.
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Example 1: What does the 8 mean in 84,390?

Solution: Help the student fill in the place value chart with the correct digits (as seen in the place value chart below). Then use the chart to determine the meaning of the indicated number.
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Since the 8 is in the ten thousands place, the 8 in 84,390 means 8 ten thousands.

Example 2: Use the number 392,465.

What is the value of the 9?

Solution: Help the student fill in the place value chart with the correct digits. Then use the chart to determine the meaning of the indicated number.

Since the 9 is in the ten thousands place, the 9 represents 90,000.
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
