Area of Rectangle – B


Area is the measurement of the interior of a two-dimensional region.  Area measurements are in square units.

The formula for calculating area of a square or rectangle is: Area = length x width.

Example 1: A figure has a width of 3 inches and a length of 7 inches. What is the area of the figure?
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Step 1: Multiply the width and the length.



 Area = 7 x 3 = 21

Answer: 21 square inches

It may be useful to use graph paper to develop figures.  Help the student determine the area of various figures drawn on the graph paper.
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
