Figures – D


Students must be able to provide definitions for various geometric figures.

One method for improving the student's understanding of geometric figures is to have him or her draw the various types of figures on a series of flash cards.  On the other side of the card, write the name.  The following definitions and diagrams will help you get started.

Vertex - the point at which two rays of an angle meet, two sides of a polygon meet, or three or more edges of a solid meet
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Face - a flat surface on a solid figure

Base - the face of a solid figure that the object sits on. Some figures, such as cylinders and prisms, have two bases.
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Quadrilateral - a polygon with four sides
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Trapezoid - a quadrilateral with exactly one pair of parallel sides
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Rhombus - a parallelogram with four congruent sides
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Triangle - a polygon with three sides and three angles
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Parallelogram - a quadrilateral with two pairs of parallel lines
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Square pyramid -  a solid figure with a square base and four triangluar faces that meet at a vertex
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Rectangular prism - a solid figure with six rectangular faces
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Rectangular pyramid - a solid figure with a rectangular base and four triangular faces that meet at a vertex
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Octagon - a polygon with eight sides
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Cube - a solid figure with six square faces
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Cone - a solid figure with a circular base and a curved surface that connects the base to the vertex
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Sphere - a solid figure made up of all points that are equally distant from a point called the center
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
