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Real World Problem: Average


The average of a set of data is found by adding all of the numbers in the set and then dividing by the number of items that are in the set. Everyday Math refers to average as “mean”.  Real world problems, also called word or story problems, present averaging problems in text format.  Story problems are often difficult for students to master.  It may be beneficial to confirm that the student is comfortable finding an average (mean) outside of a real world context before trying to solve real world problems.
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
