Roman Numerals – C


Roman Numerals were symbols used by the Romans to name whole numbers.  For example, the Roman Numeral for 10 is X. Remember when a lower number is in front of a greater number, you must subtract. (XL is 50 - 10 = 40).

Example 1: Choose the correct Roman numeral for the number 214.


A.  CCIIII

B.  LLIV

C.  CCXIV

D. CCXIIII

Add. CC (200) + X (10) + IV (4) = CCXIV

Answer: C

Example 2: What is another name for the Roman numeral LXV?


A.  115

B.  105

C.  65

D.  55

Add. 50 (L) + 10 (X) + 5 (V) = 65

Answer: C

Example 3: What Roman numeral comes before XXVII?


A.  XVII

B.  XXVIII

C.  XXVI

D.  XXVIV

The answer is C.
