Attendance/Preparedness Expectations
School is training for life, and it is very important that we teach and model good attendance and punctuality for your child.  In addition, it is vitally important that students have good attendance, as there are many activities and assignments that can only be completed at school.  According to the student handbook, students who are late will be marked tardy.  If a student has been tardy three [3] or more times, the office will be notified, and disciplinary action will be taken.
Make-Up Work/Late Work:
Students are expected to turn in all assignments at the time they are due.  Assignments turned in on time will receive 100% of the points the student earned on the assignment.  If work is turned in after it is due there will be a 10% penalty each day in which it is late.  
Students who are absent have the responsibility to request the assignments from the day they were absent.  These missed assignments must be turned in within 2 days of the absence.  If it is not then the rule above applies and will receive a 10% penalty each day it is late.

OBJECTIVES(not all inclusive):
We will be studying the same sixth grade curriculum as all other sixth graders in the Springfield R-12 school district.  We will, however, be having much more fun as we cover all the things that sixth graders need to know….. 

In English, the students will:
1. analyze reading for elements of literature and literacy devices, interpret logical inferences and conclusions from the literature read.
2. identify words and their meanings by using context, homonyms, synonyms, antonyms, and word parts.
3. demonstrate knowledge of the writing process by producing various forms of writing: personal, descriptive, narrative, informative, persuasive, and writing about literature.
4. incorporate effective speaking and listening techniques for the purpose of communicating ideas orally with partners and/or groups.
5. select and use appropriate reference sources to interpret and apply information.

In Math the students will:
1. apply concepts of number and operations including comparing and ordering integers, using factors and multiples, and recognizing equivalent forms of fractions, decimals and percents.
2. apply the concepts of algebraic relationships which include using variables to represent unknown quantities in expressions, recognizing properties of expressions such as associative and distributive, and modeling and solving problems using graphs, tables, and equations.
3. apply the concepts of geometric and spatial relationships to identify one, two, and three-dimensional shapes, to use coordinate geometry to construct geometric shapes, and to create polygons and designs with rotational symmetry.
4. apply the concepts of measurement to classify and estimate angles and their measurements, solve problems involving elapsed time, and describe how to solve problems involving the area of perimeter of polygons.
5. apply the concepts of Data and Probability to include interpreting circle graphs, creating and interpreting stem-and-leaf plots, finding measures of central tendency, and determining possible outcomes of an event.

In Reading, the students will read on their lexile level and be able to complete an assignment to improve their reading abilities. In doing so, the student will:


1. distinguish between fact and opinion
2. compare and contrast
3. identify author’s purpose
4. identify the main idea and supporting details of a selection
5. identify cause and effect
6. make inferences / draw conclusions
7. recall information read
8. predict outcomes based on information
9. increase vocabulary
10. recognize literary devices / figurative language
11. recognize propaganda techniques
12. follow written directions
13. identify point of view
14. determine sequence


In Science, the students will: 
1. apply concepts of scientific inquiry. 
2. demonstrate an understanding of the influence of scientific discovery on society.
3. investigate and understand the properties and structures of matter. 
4. identify sources of energy and their interaction with matter.
5. investigate relationships between force, motion, and energy.
6. understand the characteristics and changes of the Earth’s lithosphere.
7. understand the earth’s physical properties and its relationship with other celestial objects in our solar system.
In Social Studies, the students will:
1. analyze the five themes of geography as they relate to the regions of the Eastern Hemisphere with an emphasis on human interaction.
2. compare and contrast the political systems of the Eastern Hemisphere regions, both past and present, and their impact on major world issues today.
3. describe the economic development and distribution of resources and wealth in the regions of the Eastern Hemisphere.
4. compare and contrast the countries and cultures of the Eastern Hemisphere and evaluate their historical contributions to the modern world.
5. assess current political, economic and social issues through current events as they relate to multicultural diversity, citizenship and human geography.
