PERSHING’S TARDY PROTOCOL

As per your SPS Student Handbook:  A student is tardy to school if he/she is not in the class by 8:00 a.m.  When a student is delayed in getting to school on time, the student should report to the office for a Tardy Pass to his/her first class.  This pass is presented to the teacher who returns it to the office with the attendance report.  Pupils who are frequently tardy, either at the beginning of the day or to classes during the day, may be subject to disciplinary measures. (Page 4)

A tardy is any late check in that is not doctor excused. (Note from physician is required)

Elementary
Tardy letters are sent each mid quarter for 5 or more tardies for the first quarter and 10 or more tardies for the second, third, and fourth quarters.

Middle School
Tardy letters are sent each mid-quarter for 5 or more tardies for the first quarter and 10 or more tardies for the second, third, and fourth quarters.

Students will receive a detention for 3 tardies to a specific class and for each tardy in that class thereafter.  This includes home room tardies.

When a student’s tardies reach 10, a “Tardy Contract” will be sent home with the student for a parent’s signature stating that if the tardy trend continues the student will receive an ISS.  The student will then receive an ISS for every 5 tardies after that time.  In other words, the first ISS will be at 15 tardies, the second ISS will be at 20 tardies, the third ISS will be at 25 tardies, and so on.

Starting the school day/arriving to each class on time is a key to student success.  Being tardy to class not only interrupts the education of the student who is tardy but it also interrupts the learning environment for every other student in the class as well as the teacher.   NO excuses will be accepted for a student being tardy unless they have a doctor’s excuse.  (written statement required)
